Teachers are currently preparing written reports for the end of semester one. Reports will be issued in the last week of term. Under the terms of the new report format, written comments will be made for each Key Learning Area.
Students are assessed in terms of Effort on a four point scale and in terms of Achievement in a five point scale as follows.

Outstanding: the student has an extensive knowledge and under-standing of the content and can readily apply this knowledge.  In addition, the student has achieved a very high level of competence in the processes and skills and can apply these skills to new situations.

High: The student has a thorough knowledge and understanding of the content and a high level of competence in the processes and skills.  In addition, the student is able to apply this knowledge and these skills to most situations.

Sound:  The student has a sound knowledge and understanding of the main areas of content and has achieved an adequate level of competence in the processes and skills.

Basic:  The student has a basic knowledge and understanding of the content and has achieved a limited level of competence in the processes and skills.

Limited:  The student has an elementary knowledge and under-standing in few areas of the content and has achieved very limited competence in some of the processes and skills.

The five point achievement scale used above equates to the A to E grade scale.
