CHICKEN POX AND SHINGLES

Symptoms and Signs:With Chicken pox there may be few symptoms. Outbreaks of small raised rosepink spots may appear one after the other on head, face, trunk, arms, armpits, legs and inside the mouth. There may be so few as to escape notice. Spots are followed by small blisters. Herpes Zoster (Shingles) infection caused by the virus that causes chickenpox that often recurs, on one side of the face or body. Severe pain and numbness are common.
Usual time between infection and illness:

Can range from 2 - 3 weeks; but is commonly about 13 17 days. Infection with the chicken pox virus usually gives long immunity and second attacks are rare. However, infection remains dormant and may recur years later as herpes zoster. 
From person to person by direct contact, droplet, or airborne spread of secretions from the breathing passages or the fluid from herpes zoster cysts. 

Chicken pox is one of the most readily infectious diseases, especially in the early stages of eruption. People who are susceptible are people who have not been previously infected with chicken pox. 

Herpes zoster has a much lower rate of transmission. If contacts have not had previous exposure to the chicken pox virus, they may develop chickenpox from the person with herpes zoster. 

Minimum Period of Exclusion from work/study: 

For five days after the first spots appear. Susceptible people may be considered infectious 10 - 21 days following exposure. 

Avoid touching the weeping sores of chickenpox or herpes zoster. If contact is made wash hands well with soap and water.
